ANALYZE
Breaking material into constituent parts, determining how the parts relate to one another, and creating a 

structure or purpose through di
erentiating, organizing, and attributing.
Examples: di�erentiate, relate, compare, contrast, distinguish, examine, experiment, question, test.

EVALUATE
Making judgments based on criteria and standards through checking and critiquing.
Examples: appraise, argue, defend, judge, select, support, value, critique, weigh

APPLY
Carrying out or using a procedure through executing or implementing.
Examples: execute, implement, solve, use, interpret, demonstrate, operate, schedule, sketch.

UNDERSTAND
Constructing meaning from oral, written, and graphic messages through interpreting, 

exemplifying, classifying, summarizing, inferring, comparing, and explaining.
Examples: classify, describe, discuss, explain, identify, locate, recognize, report, select, translate.

REMEMBER
Retrieving, recognizing, and recalling relevant knowledge from long-term memory.
Examples: define, duplicate, ist, memorize, repeat, state.
